MASTER TEACHER
CERTIFICATE?

This certificate meets the coursework require-
ments for the Master Teacher level of the Califor-
nia Child Development Permit and prepares
students fo be competent and effective teach-
ers and caregiver supervisors in seffings for
young children ages 0-5.

Additional work experience with young children
(175 days of 3 hours per day within 4 years) may
be required to qualify for state permit. The Sad-
dleback Certificate can be earned with course-
work only.

Students are encouraged to apply for BOTH the
college certificate and the state permit. See the
Child Development website for application infor-
mation.

Complete all core courses, supervised field ex-
perience, including all prerequisite courses and
specified general education courses to earn
your cerfificate. A minimum grade of “C” in
each course is required to receive the certifi-
cate.
